STEP 2 - CUT FABRIC
Refer to the table below for the size and quantity of pieces to cut. Quantities and sizes shown are for a single 3 inch block. If you want to 
make a larger project, refer to the table on page two and multiply the quantity by the number of blocks needed.

STEP 1 - PRINT THE PIECING PATTERN
If making just one 3 inch block, print pattern page 3 onto foundation piecing paper once.
If you want to make a larger block or project, print pattern page 4 according to the table on page two.

STEP 3 - TIME TO SEW
Stitch the fabric parts to the pattern in numerical order.

Cut in half diagonally in both directions.

STEP 4 - TRIM
Trim excess fabric down to the edge of the solid perimeter.
